Interactive Reading Spiral 2014-2015           

In a English Language Arts Class, you will be required to read and respond to various types of literature/ genres (books, non-fiction articles, poems, short story).  There will be both assigned reading to you, as well reading of your choice for each nine weeks that you will interact with in your spiral.  Sometimes the reading response will be started in class based on an assigned reading, and other times it will be your responsibility to choose something to read/respond to in your journal at home. You should be responding in your journal weekly either way.  The interactive reading spiral (IRS) is an ongoing assignment for the entire school year. This will be a major grade each nine weeks; your rubric and mini-deadlines will be given to you to staple in your IRS for each of the nine weeks.
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We want to build stamina and tolerance for reading over longer periods of time, but also to interact & connect with our reading of any genre to become lifelong readers and writers.  

Your interactive reading spiral (IRS) will be divided into 4 parts: 
· Reading log/Citation 
· Reflection

· Literary luminary

· Vocabulary

How Does It All Look? 
I. Reading Log/ Citation [image: image2.wmf]
· You are required to read a minimum of 60 minutes of OUTSIDE READING each week (15minutes 4 times a week).  Your reading material must be appropriate for your age and ability. If it is not, you will not get credit. 

· You will cite and give credit to what you read. Make sure to bring your IRS to the designated library times with Mrs. Loper since she will review different formats for MLA citation depending on genre. She will also reinforce helpful websites to cite what you are reading (www.easybib.com).

For your reflective reading responses, choose a question from the response questions handout; there are 52 questions to choose from! Over the course of the nine week period, only ONE of your entries can be a summary of what you have read. 

Include the following before you begin your reflection: 
· Date & Title of Book/Novel/Poem/Article
· Reflection Question # you have chosen to reflect/respond to 

For complete credit, the response must be thorough and thoughtful. You will need to have at least 27 lines with a minimum of 8 words per line. Use correct grammar in your responses and show effort in the quality of your work. (PreAP may do reflections over the novel chosen for your literary analysis for outside reading). 

III. [image: image4.wmf]Literary Luminary:
As a reader, you should take note of what good writing is so that you can improve as both a reader and a writer yourself. While you are reading, look for a passage that strikes you in some way. Luminary here means to help shed some light on a specific piece of writing that stands out to you in particular! Maybe the imagery is so detailed you can visualize exactly what is happening. Maybe a character acted the same way you would have if in the same situation. Maybe the diction created a tone that was eerie. This text from your reading is something you want to share and talk about in your entry. 
Literary Luminary will include: 
· Date & Title of Book/Novel/Poem/Article

· Quote from book 

· (Author’s Last Name_page number)

· Reaction/Connection to the Quote in your own words

You must find new vocabulary that you discover in your reading. If you are not finding unfamiliar vocabulary, perhaps what you are reading is not challenging enough! 

Complete Vocab Entry should include the following: 

	Definition of the vocabulary word put into your own words as it is used in the context of your text. Do not copy the dictionary definition! 

Indicate the part of speech (noun, verb, adjective, etc.) 
	“Exact sentence in which the word is being used from your book.” (Author #)
	Use the word in a simple sentence of your own, using context clues within the sentence to prove you understand the meaning of your new vocabulary word. 


Example Vocab Entry: 

	· Initiates: people who are just starting a new job/task

· noun


	“The crowd of initiates moves on in silence.” (Roth 63)


	The initiates to Google are given many amazing gifts as they discover the huge company. 




8-26-2014/Divergent


“My mother hugs me, and what little resolve I have left almost breaks. I clench my jaw and stare up at the ceiling, where globe lanterns hang and fill the room with blue light.” (Roth 41).


This text shows Beatrice feeling frightened of what could happen.  Because of the kind of society she lives in, she feels an enormous internal conflict about the fears and guilt she has about losing her family.  The blue light described makes the setting more eerie and suspenseful.
